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Introduction

In their survey responses during the on-going data collection, job incumbents are
provided the opportunity to provide any statements of tasks that they feel are not
represented in the current survey task list for their respective occupations. Based on a
review and analysis of such statements, drawn from the occupations in the initial data
collection, revisions were made to existing tasks and emerging tasks were identified.

Each file in the Emerging Tasks package is described in this document. A list of columns
is included, showing the column name used in the file, its data type, and a description of
the column content. A description and data example for each file are also included.

The data types specified in the file structures are ANSI (American National Standards
Institute) compliant. The following data types are used in this document:

Character: fixed-length character string
Character Varying:  varying-length string
Integer: whole number

Each file contains tab delimited fields in the above data types.
