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INTRODUCTION

The America's Labor Market Information System (ALMIS) Database is a standardized database structure developed for the maintenance of labor market and occupational information. The ALMIS Database originated as a merging of the Occupational and Labor Market Information Database (OLMID), created by the National Occupational Information Coordinating Committee (NOICC), data contained in North Carolina’s Human Resource Information System, and data produced through other ALMIS consortia initiatives, such as the Employer Database Consortium.  It has since been modified to incorporate other data and accommodate changes that have reflected the needs and interests of the nation and the states.  This change process is expected to continue for some time as states build capacity to manage and deliver more comprehensive, valued information to their data users.

The development of the ALMIS Database is being sponsored by the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration (ETA), to support and promote a coordinated national and state effort to develop a comprehensive labor market information system. Responsibility for the continued development of and dissemination of information on the ALMIS Database rests with the ALMIS Database Maintenance Consortium, lead by the state of North Carolina. Other members of the Consortium are Connecticut, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, Iowa, Massachusetts, Nevada, Oregon, South Carolina, and Wisconsin, the NOICC and ETA.  The database in each state is maintained and updated by the agencies within each state that have responsibility for collecting, preparing and disseminating the information. 

TABLE LAYOUTS
The table layouts for the ALMIS Database are presented in this document.  They are organized into four types: lookup tables, crosswalks, data tables, and administrative or application developers’ tables.  The code lookup tables contain relatively constant data that pertains mainly to descriptive data associated with classification codes.  The crosswalk tables are a subset of the lookup tables representing the relationships between various classification codes.  The data tables contain information about employment, wages, income, layoffs, industries, occupations, employers, education and training completers, educational programs, population demographics, selected economic indicators, and other data.  These tables are intended to contain information that is maintained on a regular basis by states.  The administrative tables are tables used by the database administrator to record database management activities.  The appendix presents standard values assigned to fields in the respective tables that are to be used in populating the database.
HOW TO READ A TABLE DEFINITION

Each table definition contains complete information about the structure of a table.  Each definition includes:  the name of the table, a complete list of each column name and data type, complete constraint information, and short descriptions of the columns.  The following illustration identifies each component of a table definition.

TABLE CONSTRAINTS
The Constraint section of each table definition identifies all Primary Keys and Foreign Keys for the table.   The constraints for a table specify rules for data that will be stored in that table.  These rules exist in the form of either Primary Keys or Foreign Keys.  The definitions of these terms appear below:

Primary Key:

The Primary Key is a column or group of columns that shall always be (1) non-null and (2) unique.  Only one primary key exists for each table. A Primary Key constraint is enforced on a table so that each row in the table can be uniquely identified.

Foreign Key:

A Foreign Key is a column or group of columns where each value or group of values exists as a Primary Key in another table. Foreign Key constraints are used so that data for a column or group of columns can be validated against another table containing a list of valid values for that column or group of columns.

Throughout the table definitions, Primary Keys and Foreign Keys are used wherever possible to achieve the greatest level of data quality.  For example, in the table occprj, there is a column called siccode.  By specifying a Foreign Key constraint on the siccode column referencing the table siccode, no row in the occprj table will ever contain a value for siccode that does not already exist in the table siccode.  This protects the occprj table from ever containing invalid siccode values.
